
2 BILLINGS SPLITS ON TAP AT DARKE COUNTY FAIR IN  GREENVILLE, OHIO

Series is on the move again. On August 21, at the Darke County Fair in Greenville Ohio, 
two divisions will be part of the nine race card that day and many of the top drivers in the 
Billings Midwest Region will be in action, including the current point-leader Steve

Oldford, who has been atop the Midwest leaderboard from the get-go, has a commanding 
lead on runner-up Bob “Lumberman” Troyer, who by the way, will not be in action that 
afternoon.
